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RESIDENTS WARNED OVER BOGUS CALLERS...Police are warning residents not to be taken in by callers claiming to be selling house alarms on behalf of the force.

The advice comes after a number of enquiries over the last two weeks from members of the public about the authenticity of the offers.

Steve Ward, Crime Reduction Manager at Bassetlaw said, "We are aware of companies claiming to be ringing on behalf of the police.  While the calls may be from genuine alarm installers, they certainly are not working for us and we do not employ companies to make calls like this."

"If an offer seems to good to be true, it probably is.  We do not cold-call members of the public and would rather anyone who has concerns call us to check if the company is genuinely calling on our behalf."

Anyone with concerns about the company should ask for the company name, contact details and if necessary, report it to the local police on 0300 300 9999.  Thank you.
