DISTRICT COUNCILLOR GRAY – Congratulations were offered to Michael Gray on his reappointment as District Councillor.
PARISH PATHS PARTNERSHIP – Clerk reported that we may be given some financial support for paths that Councillors considered to be a priority.  Councillors felt that footpath 5 at the back of the school and Headland Lane were probably the most used.  Clerk to contact the probation service to see if they could carry out some work in Birch Wood. 
OBNOXIOUS SMELLS IN RANSKILL – The Clerk had advertised in The March STAR that if residents had a problem with smells in the village to keep a record of dates and times over an eight week period and let her or any parish councillor know.  Only one email had been received that a smell had been noticed on one particular day.  No other information received.
