PLANNING MATTERS

a) Applications Received:

High Gables, Folly Nook Lane, Ranskill – Erect 19 dwellings, associated garages, 1 Nursery Building with associated play area, roadwork and drainage (resubmission of planning application 39/06/00007)

CASUAL VACANCY:  Clerk reported that the vacancy had been re-advertised.. 

ACTION PLAN update:  

Village Hall – Sites other than the Village Park were still being pursued. Architects were to be contacted to produce outline drawings for the project.  Clerk to contact District Councillor Burton for information regarding North Wheatley Village Hall.

Environment committee – The new leaflets for Birch Wood had been received and these together with a programme of events for 2007 were to be distributed to each household in January.

Youth – A note was read in the absence of Councillor Denman to say that he had permission to park the youth bus on the Book Aid car park one evening per week.  He was to contact Youth Services.
Bassetlaw District Council Local Development Framework update:

Letter received reported that the Statement of Community Involvement (SCI) had been formally adopted on Monday 20th November 2006.  However, the Bassetlaw District Local Development Framework (LDF) is not yet complete and it is unlikely that the consultation on the Core Strategy Submission Draft will be able to proceed until late 2007. 

NOTTINGHAMSHIRE WASTE CORE STRATEGY – to ask Councillor Bown to study the information and report to the Council.

PARISH PATHS PARTNERSHIP – Clerk reported that the documents had been received completing the adoption of the small footpath between Cherry Tree Walk and New Road.  This would be known as footpath No.6.

TRAFFIC – Clerk reported that an email had been received from NCC regarding the sensors on the traffic lights in particular the one covering the Mattersey Road junction. Necessary work to be carried out.

HIGHWAYS – Double Yellow Lines
