02/0305:     DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL AND PREJUDICIAL INTEREST - None

03/0305:     MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 15th February were signed as a true record.

The Chairman suspended the meeting in order that the residents of Blyth Road could put forward their views on the traffic situation on Blyth Road.  Concern about safety for pedestrians due to the size of lorries, the speed of vehicles, and the narrow pavements, which slope to the road. 

 The Parish Council was asked to put pressure on NCC to introduce a weight restriction, speed checks, pinch points, chicane, double white lines, flashing lights, resurfacing.  

07/0305:  TRAFFIC PROBLEMS -  At  8.20 p.m. the Chairman re convened  the meeting.  The Clerk to ask Mr. Charnley the Highways Manager to attend the next Parish Council meeting in order to discuss the above points from a technical point of view.  Clerk to ascertain whether a decision had yet been made regarding the weight limit on Torworth Baulk. And if it does get the go-ahead will alternative routings be in place for heavy goods vehicles. It was considered that there would also be a considerable increase in traffic once the Blyth Roundabout roadworks were commenced.  Clerk to contact Mattersey Parish Council to find out whether there is a significant problem with traffic in their village.

04/0305:  CRIME FIGURES – a total of eight crimes had taken place in the village since 21st January.  To list in the STAR together with the cost of vandalism to the village.

05/0305:  PARISH PLAN UPDATE – A grant of £4390 has been received from ‘Awards for All’ which will allow the Parish Plan to be implemented. The questionnaires were almost complete and a proposal that the Youth Bus be asked to attend the village to ascertain the views of the young people between 11 – 18 years of age.

The Parish Council RESOLVED to give £100 to sponsor prizes to encourage residents to return the questionnaires.

The Clerk had received a letter from the Church Room Committee asking her to attend to give an update on the Plan.
