MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 17th November 2009 were corrected to read that Councillor Boynton left the room for item 10 (c) and then signed as a true record. 
Kelly Woodward –Bassetlaw Crime Reduction Manager
and Andrea Oswin – NCC  Team Leader for Children and Young People – were asked to attend the meeting as councillors were concerned about the increase in anti social behaviour in the area of the park.  The youth team are actively working with the young people and are particularly concerned about binge drinking and unsafe sex taking place.  The team is actively looking to find a place to park the youth bus which they would like to bring to the village on Friday evenings.  The team is trying to encourage the young people to get involved with possible fund raising for equipment that they would like to see on the park.  Extra lighting in the area of the ball court was one thing mentioned.
Crime figures/Police:  There had been six crimes in the village since the last meeting: 2 suspicious circumstances, 2 rowdy nuisance and 2 theft.  PC Pilsworth gave out survey forms for the safer neighbourhood group and asked for them to be completed and returned to the Clerk by the 4th January.  
He also noted that Ranskill was the only village without a speed watch group.  PC Pilsworth to liaise with Clerk to organise a public meeting for February.

District Councillor:  Councillor Gray said that he had attended Torworth PC meeting and they had agreed to finance the STAR.
Bulk Collection -  He was in favour of the new proposals for the collection of waste.
STAR – Letter received asking for financial assistance to help provide a new printing machine which prints and collates the magazine.  In principal councillors wished to support this valuable resource to the villages.  However, they decided to delay the decision until after the meeting which had been arranged by the STAR on the 14th January in order to clarify the future organisational structure of the STAR.
Calendar for 2010 – distributed to councillors.
Lowfield Close – Letter received from householder regarding damaged fence.  The Clerk had checked the deeds of the land and established that the fence was the property of the parish council.  – Clerk had obtained a quotation for the repair of the fence for £294 from AGN Fencing and this was accepted.
HIGHWAYS AND TRAFFIC   
Mattersey Road – A further letter received regarding the 30mph speed limit reduction asking for comments prior to public advertisement of the proposal. Clerk to reply.
Cherry Tree Walk – No further information received.
Interactive Signs – Letter received noting our request for the sign to be situated north of Arundel Drive.  Unable to give a timescale when the work will be carried out.
Oaks Close – Notified that the work will be carried out in the new year.  Clerk to contact adjacent householders regarding hedge.
Blyth Road Gulleys should be cleaned out this week.  Apparently there is a problem with roadside ditches which are the responsibility of the landowners.  The network team are to issue ditch clearing notices. 
Mattersey Road Footpath– Report of defects have been passed to the Operations Team for investigation.
Letter received from NCC regarding supply of salt for icy roads. – Clerk to find out the size of the bags and whether the salt container near the notice board had any salt in it.
