INTEREST: Councillor West in item 10a.
MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 16TH FEBRUARY 2010 were signed as a true record. 
CRIME FIGURES/POLICE The meeting was attended by PCSO Sharon Brown who reported that there have been seven crimes of interest since the last meeting.
COMMUNITY SPEED WATCH – The public meeting was very well attended and resulted in several people volunteering to take part in the scheme. The Clerk reported that insurance was now in place to enable the Speedwatch programme to begin.  PCSO Sharon Brown was to organise the health and safety aspect of the programme.
OFFICERS FROM THE LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK TEAM

Attended the meeting to discuss the proposed scheme.  The Development Plan which is to replace Local Plans is made up of documents from National, Regional and Local Plan documents and will run to 2026.  Development options include looking at brownfield sites in, Worksop, Retford and Harworth.  Consultation with Parish Councils and the public will take place from the 12th April and will take the form of evening and afternoon events showing details of proposals.  Information will also be available on the website.  It is proposed that in Ranskill development will only permit infill within the settlement boundary and won’t have allocations for employment growth.
DISTRICT COUNCILLOR – Reported that he had approx. £200 left from his fund which needs to be used by the end of March.
Councillor Gray had spoken with the new Chief Inspector for Bassetlaw – Richard Stapleford who was in favour of the Safer Neighbourhood Groups.
Councillor Gray asked the parish council to contact the Chief Inspector to request that PC Pilsworth who is retiring will be replaced with a full time beat officer.

BDC Estates Committee has earmarked the top Garage Site to be given to the parish council should a community centre ever be built on the park.

NORTHERN AREA COMMITTEE – Report by Councillor Bown
One Stop Shops to be closed in town – but will not affect the mobile unit in rural areas.
Discussion took place on the free rural collection of waste which takes place in only 20% of parishes on a six weekly basis.  BDC are looking at alternative methods of collection to make it ‘fairer for all’.  Councillor Bown said that it would be possible to organise 4 skips a year – to be placed in the village over a weekend to allow residents to deposit bulky items of waste.  Clerk to contact BDC to ask what happens if building rubble was deposited in the skip. 
HIGHWAYS AND TRAFFIC  
Mattersey Road – 30mph limit to be implemented on 16th April 2010.
Oaks Close Barrier – Incorrectly fitted – Clerk has requested a meeting with Highways.  Councillors asked that the resident with the invalidity scooter be contacted to establish whether she could negotiate the gap if the barrier were to be moved about nine inches in order that people riding cycles and motor cycles have to dismount to get through the barrier.
Cherry Tree Walk – No further information.
Folly Nook Lane – Clerk to contact Highways again regarding possibility of white line being put on the bend which is considered to be dangerous.

8 Ravenshill Close – remove Sycamore Tree – The parish council asked that the BDC Tree Officer should inspect the tree as it has a preservation order on it.
Orchard View Cattery, Station Road
A letter dated 26th February was received from the planning enforcement officer informing the parish council that there had been a breach of conditions and the matter was to be reported to the Planning Consultation Group.
Orchard View Cattery, Station Road – Retrospective planning application to retain as built office/storage and cattery not in accordance with P/A 39/09/12 - The Parish Council strongly oppose the application and request that the Planning Department take enforcement action against the owner who has totally disregarded the requirements of the original application. There is increasing public concern regarding the cattery and the parish council urge Bassetlaw District Council not to grant retrospective planning permission.

Wall on Richmond House boundary is leaning into the park.  Clerk to check how dangerous it is considered to be and to check with land registry on whose boundary it is.  

Litter Resident of Richmond House complained about youths throwing litter into his garden.  This was not considered to be the responsibility of the parish council.

Hedge The Clerk has asked two qualified hedge layers to give a quote for the hedge on the park.

Hanging baskets  Clerk to write to businesses who have sponsored the baskets previously and also to advertise in the STAR.  To keep the cost at £40 per basket.
