MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 17TH FEBRUARY 2009 were signed as a true record. 

CRIME FIGURES/POLICE – PCSO sent a written report.  There had been six crimes in the village since 21st January – 3 burglaries, 1 criminal damage and 1 vehicle nuisance.

The PCSO had also had a meeting with Andrea Oswin from Youth Services with a view to starting up a youth club.

DISTRICT COUNCILLOR GRAY:– was not in attendance.
COMMUNITY CENTRE

a) To decide the Parish Council response to the application for Ranskill Village Park to be changed in status to a village green.  At the request of the Service Director for Legal and Democratic Services at NCC the Clerk was asked to make available to Councillors, and members of the public all documents relating to the application for registration of the park to a village green. It was noted that registration would make it very difficult to proceed with the building of the new community centre and it would lessen the Parish Council control of the park. It would make it difficult to do work on the park in relation to play equipment.  RESOLVED that the Parish Council send an objection to the proposal on the grounds that access to the park is by permission not ‘as of right’ and registration would make it very difficult to replace play equipment if worn out or install new items. 

b) To consider the issue of whether the proposed community centre site should be treated as freehold or leasehold.  RESOLVED that land should be leasehold with a peppercorn rent being paid.

HIGHWAYS AND TRAFFIC – 

Mattersey Road Speed Limit – No reply had been received to the Clerks letter asking at what point in 2009/2010 the speed limit would be reduced. 

STATION ROAD – A copy of a letter was received from the Highways to John Mann stating that the site would be added to the list of traffic regulation orders for future consideration. 

Barrier between Oaks Close and Stonehill Close –Work not yet carried out.

Blyth Road – drains still not cleared.

Mattersey Road – road and footpath surface –a meeting has taken place with Jeanne Wallace of NCC.

Lowfield Close – Letter received from a resident regarding football being played on the grassed area. 

The Chairman suspended the meeting for 5 minutes to allow residents of Lowfield Close to put their views.

Clerk to contact the planning authority to seek clarification on what is normally allowed on green spaces on housing developments.
