CRIME: There were 5 reported crimes in the village during the last month. 

PC Pilsworth’s report advised that Ranskill was being patrolled on a regular basis.  The Licensing Officer had been informed about under age drinking concerns in the village.

PARISH PLAN UPDATE:  The Chairman reported that the Action Plan was now complete and that the details were in the process of being sent to the Designers and Printers; the finished plan would be distributed to every household in the village.

A meeting was being arranged for 7th March to invite volunteers and interested parties to form sub-committees to carry out certain projects within the Plan. The final decision would be that of the Parish Council.

QUALITY PARISH COUNCIL update:  The Clerk reported that the Council is well on course to complete the requirements by June 2007.  The following requirements to be addressed:

i) Bi-monthly surgeries for Parish Councillors to be organised.

ii) Details of Planning Matters to be better advertised.

LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK – Core Strategy: RESOLVED that the Parish Council supports the Preferred Option of Spatial Strategy 9.1 – 9.8. To concentrate development in Major Development Centres of Worksop, Retford and the Secondary Centre of Harworth/Bircotes and to concentrate smaller amounts of development in the Local Development Centres of Misterton, Tuxford and Carlton-in-Lindrick.
