MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 20th October 2009 were signed as a true record. 

CRIME FIGURES/POLICE – PC Pilsworth attended the meeting with Sergeant Cross from Harworth Police Station.  There were 22 crimes and anti social behaviour reports from the 1st October to 17th November.
Councillors were very concerned about the behaviour of some of the young people in the village. Anti-social behaviour reports include under-age drinking, arson, foul language and damage to property. The police have sent warning letters to the parents of 10 youths in the village.  
The police are asking for the cooperation of the general public by giving names or descriptions of anyone causing problems – this can be anonymous but the police do prefer a signed statement.  The new contact number for the police is 03003009999 or 999 for an emergency.
DISTRICT COUNCILLOR:  Councillor Gray had spoken to Andrea Oswin the Youth Worker who would be willing to come to speak to Councillors at a parish council meeting.  Clerk to invite her to the next meeting.
MOBILE RURAL CONTACT POINT:  Clerk to complete questionnaire on the service to the village.
GRANTS: Clerk had attended an ‘Awards for All’ workshop. Grants are available up to £10,000.  Clerk to investigate CCTV system for park. 
HIGHWAYS AND TRAFFIC   
Mattersey Road – The 30mph speed limit reduction has now gone out to consultation and will be implemented in this financial year.
Cherry Tree Walk – No further information received.
Interactive Signs – NCC to install a sign as part of the new programme for permanent interactive signs on the Great North road southbound.  Clerk to ask if it could be installed before the junction with Arundel Drive.
Street Nameplates – Survey of signs carried out and report sent to BDC.
Oaks Close – Work remains on the work list but funding is extremely limited.  
Blyth Road Drainage team to be on site within two seeks.  We shall be informed of work carried out or schedule of work to be undertaken. 
Station Road – The site has been added to the list of Traffic Regulation Order requests and will continue to be monitored.  The Local Area Commander has been contacted regarding reports of obstruction of access by parked cars.
Mattersey  Road – Footpath between village park and Great North Road has several tripping hazards – Clerk to report to Highways.
