CRIME FIGURES/POLICE
Eleven cases of youths causing nuisance were reported during the past month.
District Councillor Gray – Unable to attend
BDC STANDARDS COMMITTEE – Survey received from the Monitoring Officer at BDC requesting information from Councillors regarding their knowledge of the Code of Conduct, awareness of the proposed abolition of the Standards Board and whether Councillors have attended training in the Code of Conduct since 2008.
CONSULTATION – RIGHTS OF WAY SERVICE REVIEW

The Rights of Way service will be affected by the cuts proposed by NCC.  The proposal is to reduce the current team by half from 20 officers to ten.  A 22% reduction in the maintenance budget and significant reductions in funding for major projects. Councillors hoped that the Parish Paths Partnership work would continue. Clerk to contact Countryside Access team to be kept informed of cuts that would affect the parish council budget for next 2011.
HIGHWAYS & TRAFFIC

Folly Nook Lane – No further information.
Delivery of Local Services/Parish Walkabout – Councillors Bown and Brown accompanied Gorden Albery, Principal Officer, Technical Services  NCC around the village.  A list of possible tasks to be carried out by a task force were discussed: 
Blyth Road Verge grips near Ranskill sign require digging out. Siding path down to Blyth/Retford Road  Great North Road Clean sign to Mattersey. Clean signs at Scrooby Top. Raised drain cover – south of traffic lights opposite Book Aid. Station Road Side footpath over railway crossing  to Access Road.                                                                                 Other major highway concerns were also looked at:  Parking Station Road, Bend on Folly Nook Lane, Parking near the School, junction Folly Nook Lane/Great North Road and junction Folly Nook Lane/Arundel Drive view restricted to the north by high hedge. Footpath dangerous between Church and Torworth.  Mr. Albery said that he would let us know his decision on how and when tasks would be carried out as soon as possible.
Station Road – Complaint received from resident on Station Road regarding parking near his property and the shops.  Clerk to write to him to give an update on the situation. 
Gritting - A grit bin and supply of grit has been ordered for the village park.  A resident has asked if the gritting lorry could be asked to grit on Station Road and Station Avenue.  Clerk to contact NCC
Switching off of street lights – An email received from a senior citizen who was concerned that the street lights may be switched off near the senior citizens bungalows.  No information has yet been received from NCC regarding this.
