DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL AND PREJUDICIAL INTEREST – None

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 20TH JUNE 2006 were signed as a true record.

CRIME FIGURES:  Thirteen crimes had taken place in the village in the last month – details to be published in the STAR
CASUAL VACANCY:  One member of the public had shown in interest in becoming a Councillor. Clerk to contact him.

FUTURE OF DANESHILL HOUSEHOLD WASTE AND RECYCLING CENTRE – Notification received of possible closure of the HWRC.  RESOLVED that the Parish Council oppose the proposal.  Form to be published in the STAR in order that residents of the villages can give their views.

PARISH COUNCILLOR SURGERY – No members of the public attended the last meeting.  Clerk to give more information in the STAR for the September meeting.

ACTION PLAN – update

Village Hall – Reported that a meeting of the steering committee had taken place and that B. Bown and T. Hutson were to consult with Architects and other professional bodies who offer help

and P.Blatchford and P. Hayward were to commence work on developing a project  brief.

Environment Committee – Several actions were in the process of being undertaken: Recycling Bin at the Blue Bell, Litter Pick and street tidy on Mattersey Road, Birch Wood planting, Dog fouling, siting of litter bins and the walking group had undertaken it’s first walk with the aim of producing route sheets for the village.

Neighbourhood Watch – There had been some interest but not sufficient to be able to set up a committee.  To continue with further publicity in the STAR.

Youth – Councillor Denman was awaiting information from County Councillor Bullivant regarding funding.  RESOLVED that the parish council would fund ‘police checks’ for the volunteers.

 FOOTPATHS (unregistered rights of way) – Letter received from the Senior Definitive Map Officer confirming that the footpath between Cherry Tree Walk and Footpath No.5 be added to the Definitive Map for Ranskill.  

Registration of footpath from Mattersey Road to Station Avenue – via the park and garage area. – In view of the fact that the Station Avenue garages have been added to a list of some 200 which are to be demolished it was felt that the footpath be registered as a ‘right of way’ in order that, whatever BDC decide to do with the land the footpath will remain.

NEW ROAD – Two residents have extended their gardens on to this parish owned land – Clerk to contact NCC for advice on how to proceed.
TRAFFIC – none

HIGHWAYS – Letter from NCC on how they come to decisions regarding, which roads are resurfaced and which are not.

ROSPA report – The Clerk and Councillor Bown have checked the ROSPA report comments with regard to the play equipment and have asked Mr. Fisher to carry out necessary repairs.  Wicksteed have been notified regarding the toggle entrapment at the top of the new slide.

Quotations have been requested from three firms for play equipment for the under 5’s. Clerk to proceed with grant application.

d) Village entertainment – There will be two productions in the autumn of this year.

Information received regarding possible Village Event in June 2007.  RESOLVED that the parish council would be interested in taking part.

e) Web Site – The full parish plan is now on the website.

f) Birch Wood –. A leaflet is being produced.  The site is to be considered for Local Nature Reserve Status or could also qualify as a sinc site (Site important for Nature Conservation).

g) Village Signs –The application has been sent to the Ministry of Transport.

h) Welcome Packs – The Welcome Packs are now ready for distribution.  Clerk to put a note in the STAR to ask residents to make contact if they see someone new moving into the village.

i)  Christmas Lighting – The Clerk with help from Councillor Kercel is in the process of completing the License application form for Christmas Lighting.

The connection for electricity to a mini pillar will cost £213. The Clerk is awaiting estimates for a mini pillar, which will enable the council to plug in their own lights without resorting to the expense of NCC carrying out the annual connection.  It was felt that if the estimate were reasonable then the installation should go ahead.
