HIGHWAYS AND TRAFFIC  

Mattersey Road Speed Limit – Councillor Brown had received a letter from Councillor Stella Smedley saying that it was likely that the speed limit would be reduced this year.
To write to the Minister for Environment to ask why the procedures for changing a speed limit etc. are so complex.
Barrier between Oaks Close and Stonehill Close – Work not yet carried out.

Lowfield Close – Parish Council to continue to monitor the situation.
Parking Problems
Great North Road – Monitor situation.
Back Lane – Email received from the resident regarding the gate across Back Lane saying she had been in touch with the Rights of Way Officer.  Clerk to meet him on site and will report back to the next meeting.
Cherry Tree Walk – No reply received from Bassetlaw District Council.

Once again concern has been raised about parking in the area of the traffic lights and the shops.  Clerk to approach the shops to ask if they would co-operate in displaying posters asking customers not to park on the traffic light side of the road and preferably parking a little further away which will hopefully alleviate the necessity for double yellow lines.

FINANCE

Request from the Environment Group to provide funds for a ‘dog bag’ dispenser.  The Chairman suggested that the group contact the Dog Warden to ask advice as to how successful they are and to report back to the next meeting.

Festival Committee - At the last meeting the Parish Council resolved to pay £200 to the Festival Committee for Traffic Management signs.  However, the Highways Department are not allowing the signs this year.  The Parish Council agreed that the grant be used to pay for the Public Liability insurance and for the Festival Licence.
