MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 16th May 2006 were signed as a true record.

VILLAGE HALL added to Agenda and item 14 (i) brought forward as Mrs. Adamson and Mrs. Freeman had been invited to attend the meeting in relation to the proposed Nursery facility.  Councillor Bown gave an update on the position of the village hall steering committee: that the Planning departments had visited the village, a reply had been received from the development control officer and NCC and Councillors had visited three village halls.  Mrs. Adamson and Mrs. Freeman were asked whether they would wish any proposed plans for a village hall to include a Nursery Facility.  Mrs. Freeman said that the Committee had two other options and would consider the proposal and give an answer in due course. The Parish Council confirmed its interest in proceeding to site a village hall on the playing field.  This may include a nursery if requested.
