b) Drain outside Zareba House, North Road is full of silt.  Clerk to ask NCC to clear the drain.

c) Bassetlaw District Council is to formally adopt the Great North Road and to arrange for the appropriate signage to be put in place.

d) The NCC Quad Bike spray operatives broke the law by spraying on a very windy day and damaged three hanging baskets.  

RESOLVED that the Clerk request compensation for the damaged baskets.
