CRIME FIGURES/POLICE PC Christ Glover has been appointed Beat Manager for the area and is to replace PC Paul Pilsworth who is to retire shortly.  Five incidents were reported during the month.

DISTRICT COUNCILLOR – Reported that he had £1000 for allocation to organisations in the villages.  Councillor Gray had also had a meeting with Andrea Oswin of Youth Services who was trying to find a suitable site for the youth bus.  A trip to London was also being organised for some of the young people.  To contact Dog Warden regarding dog fouling in village.
ANNUAL PARISH MEETING – This will take place on 11th May – The Police, Highways Inspector and District and County Councillors will be in attendance.

HIGHWAYS AND TRAFFIC  
Mattersey Road – The 30mph limit was implemented on 16th April 2010.

Oaks Close Barrier – Councillor Bown and the Clerk met with the Highways Inspector who is to arrange for the barrier to be altered to the correct specifications to allow invalid scooters through and to make cyclists and motor cyclists dismount.

NCC Proposed Building for Ranskill Childcare Project at Ranskill Primary School – No objections.

Ranskill Methodist Church – Conversion into two dwellings and provision of car parking spaces – The parish council objected on the following grounds:

a)  The proposal is out of character with the area

b)   Parking proximity to the traffic lights and to the junction and reversing in or out of the car port would create even more problems on what is already a very narrow and busy road.

Letters received from residents surrounding the Church wishing to oppose the application.

Land adjacent to The Beeches, Great North Road – Outline Planning Application for dwelling and new access.   The application differs from the original application.  The parish council had no objections to the proposal although it was pointed out that the access may be near the bus shelter

AMENITIES AND FACILITIES

Village Park 
Dog Bag Dispenser Funding of £135 received from Councillor Gray for a Dog Bag Dispenser. Parish Councillors agreed to order a carton of 20 rolls of biodegradable bags.  Suggestion was received from the Environment Group that each pile of dog poo could be sprayed with a ‘pink’ biodegradable paint.  Clerk to find out how long before the paint disappeared.

Swing Seats – Funding of £315 received from NCC to pay for the replacement seats – seats have been ordered and will be fitted during the week of 3rd May.

Wall on Richmond House boundary is leaning into the park.  The Clerk is trying to establish through the Land Registry whose boundary it is.  Report on the state of the wall not yet received.

Litter. John McGill continues to clean the park of glass, cans and dog mess.

Hedge Quotations for laying the hedge – not yet received.

Hanging baskets Thirty two baskets have been sponsored to date.
Seat – Councillor Bown asked that a decision be made on what to do with the old seat which had been removed from the park.  Suggested that it may be suitable for the cemetery.  

Planters  Councillor Bown to purchase planters for the village.
CORRESPONDENCE: 
Letter from Mr. Parkin, Secretary of the Reading Room requesting funding for urgent repairs which were to cost £1,400.  Councillors asked for further information i.e. How much money had already been raised?  Also suggested that they may be eligible for funding from Grassroots Grants or Lottery Awards for All.
