AMENITIES AND FACILITIES
Village Park 
ROSPA report has been received with only one or two small items of repair to be carried out.
Sure Start – Request permission to bring activities to the Park on the 16th and 26th August. Clerk to confirm.

Rekk Youth Shelter – The Clerk reported that major damage had been caused to the Youth Shelter and REKK the manufactures had had to come out to make urgent repairs as the shelter was in danger of falling down. 
Bolts had been removed from the shelter, youths had been seen jumping on the roof causing serious cracks in the main structure of the shelter and the solar lighting panels on the roof of the shelter had been attacked with a hammer or other heavy object and smashed.  The cost of the repairs was £550.  The Clerk was asked to contact REKK to ascertain whether it would be possible to have an extra strut fitted and included in the present total cost. 

Anti vandalism paint is to be painted onto the roof of the shelter and notices displayed to that effect. Clerk to contact BDC Solicitor to check legalities of such a decision.
Councillors felt that if the Shelter continued to be vandalised they would have no alternative then to have it removed.
Dog Bag Dispenser has been re-erected in the village park but has already been damaged and bags removed.
Swing Seats – Three new seats have been installed
Wall Clerk to take legal advice from BDC.  Temporary fencing to be erected.
Litter. Mr. McGill has purchase gloves and will order a yellow jacket. 
Hedge.  The Hedge Laying Society had not replied to the Clerks letter. RESOLVED not to go ahead with laying the hedge at the present time.
Hanging baskets Clerk has completed the License application form.
Oaks Close – Seat has now been installed.
