INTEREST: None
MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 15TH SEPTEMBER 2009 were corrected to read that no decision had been made regarding a zip wire. The minutes were then signed as a true record. 

CRIME FIGURES/POLICE – The Clerk had received the figures for the past two months: Criminal damage 5, Rowdy nuisance 3, Burglary other 1 9metal container broken into) burglary other than dwelling 1 (workshop broken into) Theft other 1 (two bikes stolen). The Clerk has requested that the police send more detailed reports – dates and roads etc. where the offences had taken place.
PC Pilsworth sent his apologies that he was unable to attend the meeting but promised to attend the next meeting. He said that he had received several complaints regarding anti-social behaviour on the park and several youths and their parents had been spoken to. He sent a copy of a report conducted by the police crime reduction manager, which had been carried out on the village park. 

Councillor Bown asked the Clerk to write to the police regarding the non attendance of the police at parish council meetings. Also to ask the Crime Reduction Manager to attend a meeting.
DISTRICT COUNCILLOR:  Not in attendance.
POWER OF WELL BEING – Councillor Bown had researched the power of well being and found that the powers were usually taken by County and District Councils.  RESOLVED not to take the training course now but only if the need should arise in future.
HIGHWAYS AND TRAFFIC   

Mattersey Road – no further information regarding the reduction of the speed limit.

Cherry Tree Walk – NCC unlikely to provide extra parking spaces but will assess whether they could put road markings or signs in the turning area near the school.

Street Nameplates – Letter from BDC requesting survey on condition of street nameplates – Clerk to carry out when maps received.
Oaks Close – Clerk had been in contact with John Davis – work will be carried out when money is available.  
Blyth Road drains still not cleared. 
Street Name Plates – Letter received from BDC.  All street nameplates to be checked and replaced if not in good condition.  Clerk to put in STAR to ask for comments from the public.

Station Road – Speed Check to be carried out in December.
Station Road – Clerk to contact Highways Dept and ask for measures to be taken to prevent parking around the traffic light area at the top of Station Road.
