MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 15th November 2005 were signed as a true record.

The Chairman added a late item to the Agenda:

A letter of resignation had been received from Councillor Williams to take immediate effect as she was leaving the village.  The Clerk was asked to thank Councillor Williams for her contribution to the Parish Council and to the life of the village.  Bassetlaw District Council to be notified of the resignation. 

Item brought forward to enable the member of the public to air his concerns regarding youths congregating in the bus shelters, the use of bad language, graffiti and litter.

RESOLVED that the Clerk contact NCC the owners of the shelters regarding the possibility of having the seating removed and anti-graffiti paint applied. To contact PC Pilsworth regarding ASBO’s and underage drinking and the Top Shop regarding sale of alcohol to minors.

CRIME: There were 5 reported crimes in the village during the last month.  Email received from PC Pilsworth stating that Ranskill has been the subject of a Police Tasking.  The Inspector has directed that officers pay periodic attention to the village every day and this is recorded.  This has been happening in an effort to prevent further burglaries and crime and to reassure the public.  PC Pilsworth to attend the meeting on 21st February 2006

PARISH PLAN UPDATE:  The Chairman reported that a Draft Action Plan had now been published and that copy would be emailed to Councillors for their comments.

 PARISH PATHS PARTNERSHIP:  The Clerk reported that she had had a meeting with Chris Jackson, the new officer for the area.  Leaflets about the parish paths have now been published and will be distributed to each household in the village.  Council to look into the possibility of having new notice boards.

DANESHILL LAKE:  The Chairman reported that he and Councillor Boardman had attended a meeting to sign the contract to relinquish the lease to NCC. 

TRAFFIC PROBLEMS:  Community Speed Watch – only one member of the public had expressed an interest in joining a team to be trained to use the hand held speed cameras.  Clerk to advertise in the next STAR.

Car Parking – Concern continued regarding car parking at the junction with North Road/Station Road.  Clerk to obtain copy of the proposed Section 106 agreement for the new housing development on Station Road, which is believed to contain proposals for the junction. 

HIGHWAYS:  The estate agents signs erected on Folly Nook Lane have been removed.

Letter received from Building Better Communities advising that a decision would be made by 31st March 2006 as to whether the scheme to improve the lighting in the centre of the village and re-surfacing the footpath between the Church and the Cemetery has been approved.

Raised drain cover outside Vernon Cottages has been passed to Anglian Water for replacement.

FINANCE:

Annual budget – Work commenced on the estimates for the year 2006/2007.  It was RESOLVED that the Parish Council take over the mowing of the verges within the 40 mile limit and that Leverton Landscape be asked to carry out the work.  It was also RESOLVED that the Clerk’s hours be increased from 25 hours per month to 30 hours per month with an increase of £50 per annum on expenses.
