MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 21st FEBRUARY 2006 were signed as a true record.

ELECTION OF VICE-CHAIRMAN:  Councillor Bown was proposed by Councillor Blatchford and seconded by Councillor Verity.  RESOLVED that Councillor Bown be elected Vice-Chairman.

Letter received from Standards Board – No action to be taken.

CRIME: PC Pilsworth’s reported that 8 crimes had taken place in the village since the last meeting.  

PARISH PLAN UPDATE:  The meeting to take the Action Plan forward was well attended by some 50 residents.  Four committees were set up – Village Hall, Environment, Young People and Neighbourhood Watch.  The full Action Plan is now on the website.  The Parish Plan is to be delivered to every household.

The Chairman reported that he and Councillor Bown had been in contact with BDC Planning and District Councillor Kerrigan re. the possibility of being allocated a piece of land on the Station Road development under section 106 of the Planning Act.  The developer’s felt that it was too late at this stage to change their plans.  Clerk to write to BDC and Councillor Kerrigan to protest that the consultation process has been inadequate.  Could they confirm that Reserve Matters are for discussion at the detailed planning stage? 

CO-OPTION OF PARISH COUNCILLORS: RESOLVED that Kristian Denman and Lucy Thomas be asked to fill t he vacant seats on the Council. RESOLVED to ask George Law if he would be interested in Chairing the new Neighbourhood Watch Committee.

PARISH COUNCILLORS SURGERY:  The first surgery was held on 25th February.  One resident attended and several issues were brought to the attention of the Councillors.  A book to be purchased in order to keep an official record of information received.  The next surgery to be held on 22nd April.

BASSETLAW SPRING CLEAN:  In addition to the Scout Litter Pick on 4th May there will also be a litter pick by the new Environment Committee on Sunday 23rd April between 2.0 p.m. and 4.0 p.m.

TRAFFIC PROBLEMS:  Request information on mobile flashing signs.
