Mattersey Road Speed Limit –No further information received
Barrier between Oaks Close and Stonehill Close –Work not yet carried out.

Lowfield Close – No clear information was received from BDC
when asked to clarify the activities normally allowed on green spaces on housing developments.  Parish Council to continue to monitor the situation.
Parking Problems

Great North Road – report of car being parked on the land near the Shelter. Clerk to ask for the complaint to be put in writing.

Back Lane – Email received from a resident concerned about the gate being kept closed and the parking of vehicles near to the gate.  It was felt that the closing of the gate did not breach any law and the gate was not locked.  Clerk to contact the resident of Thorn Cottage to ask them not to park on the bridleway as this should be kept clear at all times in order that farmers can get to their fields and horse riders have ample room to pass through the gate safely.
Cherry Tree Walk – Clerk to ask BDC if they would be prepared to extend the parking bays on Cherry Tree Walk in order to relieve the parking problems at School time and also to allow extra parking for a very busy area.
Other

Councillor Brown was concerned that no work had been carried out on Mattersey Road and considered that the footpath was breaking-up and could cause a tripping hazard.  Clerk to write to the Highways department.

The footpath between Newlands Farm, Blyth Road and the Mantles is to be ‘sided’ be NCC.

Letter from BDC Building Control confirming that there had been a breach of planning at York House, Station Road where a large wooden garage/shed had been erected.  Details were being discussed with the responsible parties.  To be kept informed of further developments.

Notice Board – The new notice board has arrived.  2 quotes have been received to install it – RESOLVED to accept the NCC quotation of £455.
Youth - No further information regarding a youth club.
Village Park - BDC reports for Mar and April were received.  1 seat with 2 slats missing.  New bins were now in place.  No information has been received on the outcome of the village green application.
A meeting will take place with ROSPA in May.
Hanging Baskets/ Trees – Thirty one baskets have been sponsored to date.  NCC has agreed to pay for the watering of the baskets and the new trees for this season at a cost of £1600.  Work is now in progress to deadwood several trees on Mattersey Road and two trees, one on Folly Nook Lane and one on Cherry Tree Close to be removed.
Birch Wood – Surface beginning to dry out.
CORRESPONDENCE: 
Remedi – An organisation working in partnership with Notts. Youth Offending Services and the Police.  The aim is that young people, through unpaid work makes amends to the victim and community for their actions.  Clerk to contact the manager regarding possible projects.

Festival Committee asked if the Parish Council would once again support the Festival by paying for the Traffic Management Signs at a cost of £200.  RESOLVED to pay for the signs.
Rural Community Action Nottinghamshire – letter received regretting that membership would have to be charged in order to continue the work of the group.  RESOLVED that the fee be paid as RCAN provide a valuable service to the village.
