DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL AND PREJUDICIAL

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 16th June 2009 were signed as a true record. 

CRIME FIGURES/POLICE – Apologies received from PCSO Sharon Brown.  Crime figures for two months were received. To publish in the STAR.
PROVISION OF REPARATION PLACEMENTS: The Service Level Agreement was received for the provision of reparation placements for young people in the area.  The general feeling of the meeting was fairly positive for possible work to be carried out in Birch Wood, the Churchyard and general litter picking in the area.  It was proposed by Councillor Valentine and seconded by Councillor Foster that the agreement be signed.  A vote was taken 4 councillors for the proposal and three against.  

DISTRICT COUNCILLOR: District Councillor Gray and County Councillor Liz Yates.  Councillor Gray was concerned about policing in the area and was contacting Inspector Hinchcliffe about the matter. 
HIGHWAYS AND TRAFFIC  

Mattersey Road Speed Limit – Councillor Yates offered to continue pushing for the limit to be reduced.
Barrier between Oaks Close and Stonehill Close – The Clerk reported that she had spoken to Mr. Davis of the Highways Department who said that whilst the work was in the book to be carried out it was not considered to be urgent enough to be considered to be a priority.  The Clerk asked Mr. Davis whether it could be considered to be discrimination against a handicapped person, but because there is a way around other than through the barrier, he didn’t think that discrimination could be claimed. 
Parking Problems
Cherry Tree Walk –  The Clerk had spoken to a representative from A1 housing regarding the possibility of more parking bays being installed on Cherry Tree Walk.

 Reply from John Mann in answer to our question of why the
 procedures for changing a speed limit appear to be so complex and 
 cost prohibitive.  Mr. Mann has now written to the Minister of State at the Department for Transport for information.
Highway mowing – Contact NCC regarding the mowing from Arundel Drive to the North side of Folly Nook Lane.  This has only been carried out once this year and Councillors considered that it was not enough as visibility was impaired by long grass at the junction of Folly Nook Lane with the North Road.

Speed Signs – The temporary speed sign was now in situ on the Great North Road coming in from the North.  

Speed Check on Station Road has not yet taken place. Clerk to contact Alan Birt of NCC Highways.

Blyth Road not yet been sided.  Clerk to contact NCC Highways.
