JOELLE DAVIES - BDC STRATEGIC LAND AVAILABILITY ASSESSMENT

Joelle Davies from Bassetlaw District Council Planning Department attended the meeting to give an update on the potential sites for future housing development in Ranskill.  The proposed new Local Development Framework plan assesses the likely level of housing to be required in future years, land availability and which villages will need social housing.  It will also take into account the infrastructure of the area e.g. drainage, roads, flood risk and the school.  Full information is available on the BDC website bassetlaw.gov.uk

Full public consultation will take place with residents before any decision on future development in Ranskill takes place.

CRIME FIGURES/POLICE
Two crimes have been reported: One of criminal damage in September and a burglary in October.

Mobile Rural Contact Point: The contact point vehicle has been decommissioned  as it is not deemed to be cost effective due to the very low numbers of people accessing the service
District Councillor Gray reported that the new PCSO had now taken up her new post.  It was hoped that the Safer Neighbourhood Group would be reformed and the County Council proposed to switch off lights in villages between the hours of midnight and 5.30 a.m.  Lights would remain on near accident black spots.
NOTTINGHAMSHIRE WASTE STRATEGY CONSULTATION (as previously circulated) There was no official decision from the parish council but councillors could make private comments on the Nottinghamshire County Council website.
HIGHWAYS & TRAFFIC

Folly Nook Lane – Still awaiting installation of pedestrian signs.  NCC is unable or unlikely to introduce centre lines or a footway as the lane is not considered to be wide enough.
Delivery of Local Services/Parish Walkabout – (List of possible tasks had been circulated prior to the meeting) Councillors had been asked to produce a list of tasks that they would like to see carried out and which will be undertaken by a ‘Task Force’ spending time in the village.  Clerk to ask to publish list in STAR asking for suggestions from members of the public.       
30 mph repeater signs and interactive signs – Letter received from NCC stating that they were unable to provide 30mph repeater signs as they are not authorised by the Department of Transport for use on roads with a system of street lighting.  It is also not possible to re-site the interactive signs as all interactive signs are sited within the 30mh limit. The expense of re-location could not be justified in the present financial climate.
