DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL AND PREJUDICIAL INTEREST – None

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 17TH OCTOBER 2006 were signed as a true record.

CRIME FIGURES:  No crimes have been reported in the village since the last meeting.

ROBIN HOOD AIRPORT:  The Clerk had not received a reply to her communication to District Councillor Isard.  But anyone wishing to look at agendas and minutes for the airport consultative committee can do so via the website www.rhacc.org.uk
CASUAL VACANCY:  Clerk to re-advertise the vacancy. 

ACTION PLAN update:  

Village Hall – Brief results of the questionnaire were given, as the Steering Committee had not yet had a meeting to discuss them.  Sites other than the Village Park were still being pursued.

RESOLVED that the Parish Council would provide up to the sum of £5000 to pay Tanc to develop the project subject to the plans being approved by the council.

Environment committee –The Autumn Tidy took place in Birch Wood 12th November. Sadly only 3 adults and one child attended.  The daffodil bulbs have been planted.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT WHITE PAPER – Parish Councils will be able to make new byelaws for the first time in more than 130 years. Parish Councils will be expected to work with the principal local authority and the byelaws can be set on a wide range of problems including anti-social behaviour, dog fouling and the dropping of litter.

NOTTINGHAMSHIRE WASTE CORE STRATEGY – to ask Councillor Bown to study the information and report to the Council.

TRAFFIC – Community Speed Watch – a total of eight residents had volunteered for the scheme – all from Blyth Road.  A risk assessment has to be carried out on the roads before training of the volunteers commences. Whilst Councillors felt that assessments should be carried out on Blyth Road, North Road and Mattersey Road the clerk felt that the volunteers might only wish to work on Blyth Road.

HIGHWAYS – Letter received from NCC in reply to our letter concerning the state of the road and footpath surface on Blyth Road and Station Road and the footpath surface on the North Road to the Cemetery.  The letter states “that although the road is still in good quality strength wise the ride quality if not particularly good through the village.  Unfortunately ride quality only makes up a very small part of the scoring system”.  Therefore Blyth Road and Station Road will not be resurfaced in the near future.

Mattersey Road speed limit hopefully to be reduced in the next financial year.  Clerk to contact the Cabinet Minister for the Environment – Councillor Stella Smedley.
