	Notes to the Accounts

The Closing balance of £13,186.91 included earmarked reserves of £1302.50 for community facilities, £1320 for Hanging Baskets, £1200 for a Seat and Planters.
The major source of income is the precept, which is a local charge on the Council Tax.  We also receive small grants for the Cemetery and a Concurrent Grant.

The Village Park, land at Oaks Close, Lowfield Close and other small pieces of land are the responsibility of the Parish Council and continue to be maintained to a good standard.

Maintenance of the Cemetery is carried out jointly with Torworth Parish Council through the Joint Burial Committee.

Donations were given to the STAR and to the Festival Committee
 Subscriptions were paid to the National Association of Local Councils and the Rural Communities Council
Grants were given to the STAR to pay for the annual maintenance agreement for the printer.  The STAR is considered to be a valuable asset to the village.  The School Crossing Patrol is also given an annual grant.  

Grants of £3763.91 were received from various sources during the year.
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
