RANSKILL & TORWORTH PARISH PLAN– (March 2006)
INTRODUCTION

This document has been produced following the Ranskill and Torworth Parish Plan of February 2006.

The appraisal was conducted by Ranskill and Torworth Parish Plan Steering Group (RTPPSG) supported by Ranskill and Torworth Parish Council and Nottinghamshire Rural Community Council.  The RTPPSG were successful in acquiring a £4074.34 grant from the National Lottery’s ‘Awards for All’ fund to produce a parish plan.  

Parish plan questionnaires were delivered to every household in Ranskill & Torworth.  A response rate of 51% was achieved with 317 Household appraisals being returned.  

A consultation process was also undertaken with help from the NRCC, School, Brownies and Youth service with both young people and children to try and capture everyone’s views in the parish.

The RTPPSG organised an Action Planning event where all residents were welcome to come along and discuss further the issues that came out of the results.  Over 100 people from both villages attended the action planning evening. The following action plan is the outcome of that day.
