	I would really like something to be done about the speed of vehicles on the A638.  Trying to get out of my drive is getting worse as I see cars & motorcycles going at 80mph.  Please try and do something about speed limits from Barnby Moor (Olde Bell Hotel) to Torworth village.

Where is our local policeman?

As I live out of the village I rarely get to know much about the activities unless I get the Star mag.  There does seem to be a lack of activities for the young people.

Collection of litter in the hedgerows is also a priority.

	The questions have been answered in the context of Torworth and not Ranskill as they are separate communities.

The traffic lights in Ranskill are a perpetual source of irritation as the phasing is far too quick and do not prioritise the main volume flow on the A638 but switch even if no vehicles are waiting on the minor road.  The need changing as needless time and fuel is wasted waiting unnecessarily!

There is a general apathy in the village, which no amount of circulars/coercion would change.

	To all taking part in up keep of the Ranskill and Torworth villages – keep up the good work. Well done.

	More support from local authorities when asked/needed.

	I think Torworth should have its own village centre.  The local police do not concern themselves with what goes on here.  They do not seem to care.  The police seem to be concerned with protecting the perpetrators of abuse rather than the victim.  I have lived in Torworth for nine years. The only person who has approached me since I came was Mr ……with his shield at the millennium and the lady who sells poppies.  I find the village here in Torworth very anti-social and extremely unfriendly.  No members of the church have called.  I think Torworth should keep its own identity. I now keep myself to myself.  I have spent a great deal of time raising funds for Brownies, St. Johns Ambulance, etc. I do nothing now.  I think that the Parish Council should take an interest in what is happening in Torworth.  I also think that they should assume some of the responsibility for the behaviour of people who rent properties from private landlords.  I think the council should listen and not judge people by hearsay.  Email and electronic services are not suitable for the majority.  

	My Council Tax is so incredibly high I do not want anything that will increase this.  I feel I am fantastically overcharged.

	A community centre would be a good idea if it were purposeful.  Not only for social stimulation but a place where they could talk to someone about a specific problem e.g. social services, benefits, etc (in confidence).

	The footpath from Ranskill to Torworth is in a terrible state and needs looking at.  The litter needs picking up along the North Road.  Ranskill village especially around the shop area is beginning to look very scruffy and dirty.

	In my opinion there is a great need for a joint Ranskill/Torworth community hall, big enough to cope with an expanding community, with facilities for all age groups to be able to use it.  It needs to be off the main road, with good access; and parking for those who need to use cars to access it.  I think that instead of wasting money on “traffic calming measures”, the councils should be using more police presence to deter bad driving, etc.  This would also give local residents a little more reassurance that police are actually in the area on a regular basis, and perhaps even putting off the thieves and vandals that seem to be thriving in the area.

	Both villages would benefit from having a purpose built village community centre – it should provide a suitable hall for sports and committee room, internet café and stage for entertainment.  There needs to be more equipment and activities for teenagers – skateboard park, youth shelter.  We need a dedicated youth worker.

	Concerns over noise levels, in Torworth, road noise, landfill site, trains, airport and mining subsidence.  Shooting and bike track.  More bins.  Create activities for teenagers and adults, adventure club.  Use local lakes for quiet environmental friendly activities, canoeing, kayaking, orienteering, nature studies.

	I have lived here 10 years (Torworth) and I do not feel any connection with Ranskill at all.  My son goes to school in Mattersey purely because when I needed a child minder the only one available was in Mattersey Thorpe.  Torworth has no soul whatsoever and if I was unable to afford a car I would be unable to travel to work or take my son to school – or shop – or find entertainment or anything really.  Country living is fine for the well off but what about ordinary people.  Where do we find £450,000 for a house?  The lack of affordable housing is taking the life from villages.  

	Not been in the village very long yet to form an opinion on things.

	Police response quicker to complaints, etc.  Dogs stopped from fouling.  Industrial estate stop burning noxious rubbish.  Council provide assistance for removal of excess garden waste for those without cars.  Stopping bus shelter being used as a urinal – or placing sign making public loo.  Regular cleaning of telephone box – often full of cigarette ash.  Ban burning rubbish.  Council to allow bin bags to go in dustbin vehicle so less dumping down lanes. 

	Cemetery needs attention – vandalism and theft is a problem.
