Back ground information and locality description

Ranskill Primary School is situated in the village of Ranskill.  The school is located at the end Cherry Tree Walk which is a cul-de-sac.  Surrounding the school is a residential estate with allocated resident parking due to the roads being fairly narrow.  Parking at peak times has been an issue for residents who have taken this up with the school.
The school has one pedestrian entrance and one vehicular entrance, both accessible from Cherry Tree Walk.
Ranskill is a village in the rural area of North Bassetlaw. The school serves Ranskill and 3 other local villages. There are 92 pupils on roll. The majority of pupils are able to either walk to school or come on the school bus. This is well used by 20 children. Almost all families own at least one car. The nearest major town is Retford.
The village is served by limited bus services to Retford, Worksop and Doncaster. Although the main East Coast train line runs alongside the grounds of the school, the nearest station is Retford. This does connect Ranskill easily to the North and South. The A1 also runs nearby, making this a popular area for commuters to live.
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Description of travel issues

1. Inconsiderate parking outside school
2. Dog fouling on path way alongside the railway
All parents were sent a survey concerning travel modes and issues during April 2008.  On 24th April 2008 an open meeting was held at the school, where parents, residents, governors and staff were invited to raise issues they have with the journey to and from school.
